Photographer

« All first-place winners and major award winners are required to have a photo-
graph taken by the official show photographer.

« Any first-place winner or major award winner who does not desire a personal copy of the
win photo is required to advise the photographer of this fact at the time the photo is taken.
Otherwise, the owner and/or exhibitor will receive a copy of the photo and will be held
financially responsible for it.

« If at all possible, photographs are expected to be taken on the day the award is won.

* Any photo bill not paid within 60 days of the event is considered delinquent. GRCA and
AGRC will do everything in their power to collect any unpaid invoices after that point.
RVs, Parking, Grooming, Etc.

General Information

 Security will be available from Saturday, September 24, 2011 through 12 noon Sunday,
Oct. 2.

« The buildings will be open from 6:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m.

« Food concessions are available at the show site Saturday, September 24, 2011 through
Saturday, Oct. 1.

« All buildings are No Smoking. Smoking is permitted outside the buildings.

« Dogs can not be left in the Exhibition Center (obedience/ rally building) over night. Dogs
can be left over night in the grooming barns in crates only.

« Day Parking for cars is available at no charge.

Parking and RVs

* RV parking will become available at 9AM on Saturday, September 24, 2011. All RVs
must vacate the site by noon, Sunday, October 2. The fee for parking is $225 for the en-
tire Specialty.

* RV parking will be primarily on gravel surfaces. Most hookups include electricity; how-
ever extension cords may be required for connection. Water will be available; however
“Y” connections and extra hose may be required. Very few sites will include sewer, how-
ever some sites will require a long sewer hose to connect. Septic pump-out will be ar-
ranged for a mid-week service, payment will be made directly to the service provider by
the RV user at the time of the service. Additional information and sign-up will be available
after arrival. A dump station is available at the facility; however please arrive with empty
tanks if at all possible.

« Each RV will have an assigned space, RV parking will be limited to the spaces reserved,
with no day-use RV parking available.

« Please arrive between the hours of 9AM and 9PM to ensure assistance in finding your
assigned space. A map of assigned spaces will be made available for early or late arri-
vals, however anyone parking in an incorrect space will be asked to move.

« Confirmations will be sent via email only. Date received will be tracked to ensure spe-
cial requests are met whenever possible.

« Reservations may be cancelled without penalty through August 15, 2011. No refunds
will be available after that date. Please use email to cancel any confirmed reservation.

« There are approximately 100 RV spaces available at the facility. A waiting list will be
maintained should more requests be received than can be immediately filled.

The entry and showing of dogs whose champi-
onships are unconfirmed is limited to a period of 90 days from the date of the show where
the dog completed the requirements for a championship according to the owner’s records.
If, at the end of the 90-day period, the championship of a dog has not been confirmed by
AKC, no further entries of the dog for Best of Breed competition are to be made until its
championship has been confirmed by AKC. Dogs which according to their owner’s records
have completed the requirements for a championship after the closing of entries for the
show, but whose championships are unconfirmed, may be transferred from one of the regu-
lar classes to the Best of Breed competition, provided this transfer is made by the Show
Superintendent at least one-half hour prior to the start of judging at the show.
SELECT DOG & SELECT BITCH: GRAND CHAMPION COMPETITION — The following
categories of dogs are entered in this competition: 1. Dogs that are Champions of Record
competing in Best of Breed or Best of Variety class. 2. Dogs transferred to Best of Breed/
Variety which according to their owners” records have completed the requirements for a
championship but whose championships are unconfirmed. 3. Champions that win Non-
Regular Classes and become eligible for Best of Breed competition. (Altered or spayed CH
veteran class winners at independent specialties are eligible.) 4. Winners Dog and Winners
Bitch are not eligible for Grand Champion competition. At the judge’s discretion, Grand
Championship points may be awarded to: 1. Best of Breed or Variety 2. Best of
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Opposite 3. Select Dog 4. Select Bitch. Grand Champion competition will not continue
beyond Best of Breed competition and in breeds that are divided into varieties, Grand
Champion Competition will not continue beyond Best of Variety competition.
JUDGE’S AWARD OF MERIT: Up to 10 percent of the number of dogs entered in the
Specials Class may be selected by the judge for Judge’s Award of Merit. In addition,
Best of Breed, Best of Winners and Best of Opposite Sex will be awarded by the
judge.
NON-REGULAR CLASSES INVOLVING MULTIPLE DOG ENTRIES
*STUD DOG CLASS: For Stud Dogs and two of their Get. Stud dog must be entered
in the Stud Dog Class and shown in the ring with their Get. Owner of the Stud Dog
need not necessarily be the owner of the Get. The Get must be entered individually in
one of the regular classes, Best of Breed, or some non-regular class other than Stud
Dog. Judging will be based on the merits of the Get.

Junior Handlers must include their AKC JUNIOR HANDLER NUMBER on each entry.
You may obtain your junior identification number by calling the AKC Judges Education
Department, (919) 816-3776. Each dog handled in a regular Junior Showmanship
Class must be entered in one of the breed or obedience classes at the show, or must
be entered for Junior Showmanship only. However, a dog that must be withdrawn for
good and sufficient reason, such as a bitch in season or a veterinarian’s excuse, may
be replaced by another dog meeting the below ownership requirements. Such substi-
tution must be requested in writing stating the reason for the substitution and must be
accompanied by an official AKC entry form. All such requests must be made one-half
hour prior to the judging of any regular classes at the show. Each dog must be owned
by the Junior Handler, or by the Junior Handler's father, mother, brother, sister, uncle,
aunt, grandfather or grandmother, including the corresponding step- and half-
relations, or by a member of the Junior Handler's household. Every dog entered for
Junior Showmanship must be eligible to compete in Dog Show or Obedience Trials.
BITCHES IN SEASON ARE NOT ELIGIBLE. At a Specialty Show, each dog must be
of the breed for which the show is held. A dog that has been excused or disqualified
by a breed judge or by a Bench Show Committee may still be handled in Junior Show-
manship, if eligible to compete in Obedience Trials. A dog that has been rejected,
dismissed or excused under the Dog Show Rules for the protection of the other dogs
at the show or for the protection of the dog excused, may not be handled in Junior
Showmanship.

OPEN INTERMEDIATE CLASS: For Boys and Girls 12-15 years old on the day of the
show who, at the time entries close, have won three First Places, with competition
present, in a Novice Class at a licensed or member show.

GRCA Sweepstakes Guidelines

The mission of the GRCA Sweepstakes is to provide a competition where breeders
and owners can showcase their puppies, veterans, and gun dogs. It was established
to encourage owner/handlers to show their own dogs and to share with other breeders
and exhibitors the results of their breeding program, the potential of their young dogs,
the longevity and structural soundness of their veterans, and the ability to fulfill their
original purpose as a hunting dog.

HANDLER: The handler of a Puppy or Veteran Sweepstakes exhibit must be either
the owner, co-owner, breeder or member of their immediate family as they are listed
on file with the American Kennel Club as of the closing date for the show for which the
Sweepstakes entry is being made. Immediate family is defined as husband, wife,
mother, father, brother, sister, son, daughter or legal domestic partner. Step children
and legal wards are also included in this definition. In-laws and grandchildren are not
considered to be immediate family members. No other individual may take the entry
into the ring during judging or check-in. The following individuals are excluded from
showing an exhibit in sweepstakes unless they are the sole owner registered with the
AKC or co-own the entry with a member of their immediate family (as defined above)
or a legal domestic partner:

« Any individual listed as an agent on any dog in any regular or non-regular class at
this or any other show in the previous two years.

« Any individual with an Agent number including, but not limited to an AKC Registered
Handler Number or Professional Handlers Association (PHA) number.

To avoid confusion or question, it is recommended that a photocopy of the registration
certificate be included with the entry for a co-owned exhibit.

* There are NO requirements for the handler of the Gun Dog Sweepstakes exhibit. Anyone
can show any dog in the Gun Dog Sweeps.
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Disabled or physically challenged handlers are encouraged to show their own dogs
and every effort will be made to accommodate them. Some things which might be
done to assist them are: making sure the ring gate opening is wide enough for a
wheel chair; making sure the surface is as level and smooth as possible; placing
slower handlers at the end of the line or having them gait their dogs together; allowing
someone else to push an exhibitor's wheelchair, providing they do not handle the dog;
making sure stewards and judges face a handler who is hearing impaired when
speaking to them; permitting the use of crutches or canes.

Best in Puppy or Veterans Sweepstakes Classes. It is required that the same
person who showed the dog to a first place in a Sweepstakes class will also show the
dog in the Best in Sweeps class. However, if that person should have more than one
dog in the Best in Sweepstakes class, someone else is permitted to show the
additional winner. That person should meet the handler definitions above.

Only in cases where there is not another owner, co-owner, breeder, co-breeder or
immediate family member available, should another person take the dog into the Best
in Sweeps class. It is understood that there would be no financial benefit to that
individual. Individuals who have an AKC Handler number, a PHA number or are listed
as agent on any dog in the regular or non-regular classes may not show a
sweepstakes entrant unless they are the sole owner registered with the AKC or co-
own the entry with a member of their immediate family (as defined above) or a legal
domestic partner.

Gun Dog Sweepstakes Classes — Handler - Anyone can show any dog in this class.

ELIGIBILITY: Any purebred Golden Retriever six months of age and under eighteen
months of age and entered in any of the regular classes at the specialty show at which the
Sweepstakes are held. Dogs which have completed the requirements for an AKC
Championship (according to AKC records) prior to the closing date of the show at which the
Sweepstakes are to be held are not eligible.

Champions of Record and spayed or neutered Golden Retrievers are eligible.
CLASS DIVISIONS: Class divisions shall be the same for dogs and bitches.

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After the completion of the individual class judging, each of the six class winners shall
be brought back to the ring for the awarding of Best in Veteran Sweepstakes and
Best of Opposite Sex to Best in Veteran Sweepstakes.

ELIGIBILITY: Any purebred Golden Retriever with an AKC Hunting title, ** or ***
designation earned in an AKC Field trial. Entrants need not be entered in any other
class or at the regular entry fee. AKC and CKC Champions of Record and spayed
and/or neutered dogs are eligible for this competition.
CLASS DIVISIONS: Class divisions shall be the same for dogs and bitches.
