I was happy to
read Golden Retriever News
May-June 2009 edition, the
Spotlight on Rescue article was
about rescued goldens who have
become successful in the obedi-
ence arena; and for me it was so
exciting reading about Casey,
CDX, Brandy, CD, and Jake,
CDX for a moment they were
back from the bridge. So this
article is for them and all the
other golden success stories
past, present, and future.

Mission: Adopt a Golden At-
lanta is a volunteer, nonprofit
organization dedicated to find-
ing warm, loving permanent
homes for Golden Retrievers in
order to prevent them from
becoming strays or adding to
the shelter overpopulation.
Golden Retrievers, regardless of
medical needs or age, will re-
ceive comprehensive evaluation;
spay/neutering services, veteti-
nary care, behavioral training if
required, and safe passage into a
permanent loving home. In
addition to providing those
services, Adopt a Golden At-
lanta is intent on educating and
assisting the metropolitan At-
lanta general public, and dog
specifically, regarding

owners

issues such as responsible pet
ownership, spay/neutering,
obedience training, and veteri-
natry/specialists referrals. Our
goal is to reduce the number of
Golden Retrievers sent to shel-
ters.

Currently Adopt A Golden At-
lanta has rescued 254 dogs. In
2008, the year end total was 365;
unfortunately, they will exceed
that this year. This brings a
grand total to 1,705 golden res-
cued in 5 years. The average

cost per dog is $700.00.

45 dogs are in foster care, 6 are
heartworm positive

18 dogs ate at the vet clinic and
5 are heartworm positive
and awaiting foster care

5 dogs are in boarding awaiting

Adopt a Golden Atlanta is the
7t Jargest golden rescue pro-
gram, based on dogs rescued.
They recently rescued 9 goldens
from a puppy mill in Missouri
ranging from 2 years to 8 years.
They have extended their ser-
vices outside of Georgia as
needed. The club also stepped
up and helped the Great Pyre-
nees, and now a formal rescue
group for that breed has been
established here in Georgia
because of their involvement.

Recently, Lauren Genkinger,
Founder & President put out a
financial request to help off set
medical bills due to the in-
creased intake in 2009. Here is
the update from Lauren.
